non-Chinese citizens, hold foreign passports and do not live in mainland China, Hong Kong,
Macao, or Taiwan.

2) Applicants must abide by the Chinese constitution and laws.

3) Applicants must have attained a senior high school diploma or above.

4) Applicants must have a solid foundation of music skills and knowledge and can demonstrate
necessary qualifications.

5) Language requirements: a score of 180 of Level 3 in the new HSK or above.

6) Holding non-Chinese passports or relevant nationality certificates for at least 4 years, with at
least two years of actual overseas residence record in the last four years by the end of April
30 of 2020 (nine-month actual residence in foreign countries within one year can be
calculated as one year, subject to the entry and exit date records).
